Property investment offers the best returns in Australia
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SYDNEY, May 6 Asia in Focus - Investing in property over the past 10 and 20 years is still a winner compared with other asset classes including shares - a new Australian report shows. Peak industry body Australian Direct Property Investment Association (ADPIA) commissioned a report that shows over the 10 years to December 31, 2007, direct property provided strong returns, the highest distributions, the lowest volatility and the best risk-adjusted returns.

* The report compared property returns with that of shares, listed and residential property, cash, fixed interest and managed funds.

* The report, by research and consulting group ATCHISON CONSULTANTS, showed that direct property provided annual returns of 11.8 per cent over 10 years and 9.1 per cent over the past 20 years.
